Treasurer- Dennis distributed the statement for December 2018. He pointed out that the District 
ended the year with a working balance of $1710.39. The approved budget for 2019 calls 
for a carryover (starting balance) to the working balance of $1400. Thus $310.39 was 
transferred to the prudent reserve. Actual cash in the account starting 1 January 2019 
$2712.04


The January 2019 report was distributed showing income and expenses for the month. 
Working balance $1415.69 Actual cash in account $2727.73.

Dennis distributed a copy of a letter from GSO showing the contributions made by 
groups to GSO for 2018.

Registrar- Vacant. Tim asked Dennis to explain the duties: keeping meeting schedules updated; 
filing GSR change forms with the Area Registrar. The Secretary keeps the minutes, mails 
out the agendas, and under our By-Laws is second in the line of succession in the event 
the DCM position is vacant.

Grapevine Rep- Tom P is away.

CPC- Absent

Treatment- Ric H-R reported that NYS is moving away from "abstinence based" recovery to 
something else. Several commented that this will have no impact on AA and our message 
of recovery. She also reported that the volunteer coordinator at Madison County Jail has 
stated there is no need for AA to be present for women's meetings as it is being done by a 
religious group from Syracuse.

Corrections- Joe B reported that there are now five AA's rotating in the Madison County Jail for 
the men's meeting. Sometimes there are 4 to 6 groups each Monday night with up to 7 
inmates in each group. More volunteers are needed to help share the work.

Newsletter- Sue Y., was absent but had told Dennis that she has not yet met with Bob K to 
complete her taking over the newsletter.

Hotline- Tim and Dave reported that between them about a dozen calls had come in over the last 
two months. 

Events- Reggie has a deposit from the New Year's Eve Party. He is thinking of organizing 
another fellowship day.

GSR Reports 

Candlelight Group: Joe B., Needs a new GSR and members to do service: opening the 
meetings, making coffee, clean-up, etc.

Rule 62: Jack W.,  The group has donated money to the church to help with fuel costs. 
The group hosts 2 or 3 breakfasts a year.
